Lori and | recently returned from the annual Heartbeat International Conference where we were
refreshed and renewed. Ann Pearson, founder of House of His Creation, a home for pregnant
women was one of the keynote speakers. In her years of ministry, she and her husband have
personally lived with over 200 young women. She was discussing the situation of a young lady
who lived with them for a short time and the shame she felt and how this affected her skills to
cope with life. She had an overwhelming fear of having a baby out of wedlock, and having
nowhere to live because she was kicked out of her home; and how these things can take over
your soul. While she was speaking she asked the question, “What would comfort you in a bad
situation?” This got me thinking, and of course my first answer as a Christian is God and his word
and leaning on him. However this allowed me to begin to think of our clients at SLS and how
many of them may face “bad situations” yet don’t lean on the same understanding of Christ and
his grace and mercy. How do we reach these young ladies and men and show them God’s love
and help them to realize that they don’t have to feel ashamed whether they’re dealing with an
unplanned pregnancy, a previous abortion or a sexual sin. Many times it is easy to fall into the
pattern or robotic responses of giving options and education yet not showing the clients our heart
and what God’s purpose is for them. | believe while sitting in that session, God spoke to me. We
may not realize it, but our faith is strengthened, not in the easy times of life, but in the most trying.
It's often hard to walk that out once we're swirling in the midst of it all. We long for carefree days,
yet sometimes, God takes our hand and leads us straight into the darkest of times. Not to harm
us, ever; but to bring greater strength, character, trust, beauty, and perseverance to the deepest
part of our souls. His desire for us in this life is ultimately to make us more like Him, to have a
relationship with us. He will not leave us sitting in dark days, but will walk with us through until we
come out on the other side. Changed. Stronger. Renewed. With great purpose. This is the
message our clients need to hear and this will be what holds them in their darkest hours and
toughest moments ahead. At the end of her presentation, Ann reminded us that the young
women and men we are working with are not books to be written but a book to be read.
